As our final update in 2022, we'd like to thank you for your ongoing support as we build Western Sydney
International (Nancy-Bird Walton) Airport, which is on track to open to international, domestic and cargo
services in late 2026. Since commencing construction in
September 2018, the project has transformed significantly, _
with the Major Earthworks package nearing completion and
construction of the Airport Terminal underway. Over the
past few months, the Airside Civil and Pavement Works
team and Landside Civil and Building Works team have  —

mobilised to site and have started construction. - Terminal
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Since commencing Major Earthworks in March 2020, Western L

Sydney Airport’'s (WSA) contractor, the CPB Acciona Joint MR _ S

Venture, has moved 25 million cubic metres of earth to prepare
the base of the future airport. A
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Over the past few months, the project team has:

e Decommissioned the last of the large dump trucks WSA’s major works packages have all been awarded to

contractors with extensive credentials in delivering

e Completed 70% of topsoil seeding (landscaping) infrastructure projects

e Completed the Adams and Anton Roads upgrade.

The Major Earthworks project team is on track to complete their works soon (weather permitting) as they wrap up final
pieces including landscaping, de-silting water basins, finalising open drainage, and completing access roads.

Airside Civil and Pavement Works

The CPB Acciona Joint Venture will deliver the Airside Civil and Pavement (ACP) Works package. This package includes
laying the pavement for the 3.7-kilometre runway and taxiways, building the airport security fences and internal roads,
building and installing airside infrastructure such as airfield lighting, drainage, and electricity and data infrastructure.

Over the past few months, the project team has:
e Installed 10 kilometers of electrical conduit for aircraft ground lighting
¢ Commenced enabling works for the construction of Airfield Lighting Equipment Rooms (ALERs)

e Commenced works to build the runway and taxiways in some sections, including installing subsoil drainage and
the first layer of fine crushed rock

e Commenced building the perimeter road around the airfield.
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Did you know?

The runway will be made of both asphalt
and concrete.

The ends of the runway will be made of
concrete, and the main length of the
runway will be made of asphalt.

Terminal Construction

Work on the terminal site has been in full swing since WSA's contractor, Multiplex, started on site in November 2021. Since
our last update, the foundations of the terminal structure have shaped up quickly with a number of key construction
activities progressing.

Over the past few months, the project team has:

Completed the western pier concrete structure

Continued pouring the second concrete slab (Level 2 — Departures Level), which is nearing completion
Commenced earthworks and site establishment works for the aviation fuel storage facility
Commenced inground services and fuel reticulation line works in the aircraft apron area

Commenced works to construct the technical equipment rooms

Commenced works on the structural platform to enable preparations for the installation of the baggage handling
system

Completed the concrete slab and structural works in the loading dock area
Commenced utilities works on the landside precinct of the terminal building
Commenced backfilling earth against the basement walls.

Landside Civil and Building Works

AeroWest, a joint venture between BMD Constructions and Seymour Whyte Constructions will deliver the Landside Civil
and Building (LCB) Works package. This package involves the design and construction of carparks, roads, bridges, utilities
connections, landscaping, and other landside facilities.

Over the past few months, the project team has:

Completed mobilisation of the project team to the site compound
Commenced trenching works for the stormwater drainage system

Commenced earthworks and pavements.

The emergence of the terminal and T RR— =

western pier structures. From a dirt
site with piling underway back in
January, the terminal is taking great
shape and has progressed well with:

e All main terminal major concrete
pours completed, with the exception
of the Level 3 Arrivals structural
slabs.

e Completion of the basement
structure, including the removal of
formwork. Installation of
infrastructure to enable
preparations for the installation of
the baggage handling system, is well
underway.

e All main terminal basement retaining
walls are complete and backfilling is
underway. This is a significant
milestone in itself, as it will enable
the connection of the western pier
to the main terminal building.

e All four main terminal cores (these
are the walls that make up the
terminal structure) are complete,
including the removal of the
formwork. Works are now focused
on the installation of the
utilities/services.

e Completion of the concrete
structure on the western pier.
